e In children 7 to 23 months
old, a 2-dose series is
administered, with the 2nd
dose administered at 2
years old and at least 3
months after the first.

e In children 2-10 years of
age, a 2-dose series is
administered with the
second dose 2 months after
the 1st,

e Ages 11 through 55 years
old as a single dose series*
